We are offspringõs of such a power-

fully divine force ð Creator of all things known 

and unknown.ó   ̍  T.F. Hodge 

 

ò...offspringõs of such a powerfully divine 

force .ó  What a profoundly beautiful state-

ment.   As stated above, our purpose this time 

around is to continue our spiritual evolution; to 

grow in understanding, wisdom and knowl-

edge which, as Charles Fillmore said, 

ò...comes with practice, through listening in 

the stillness of prayer for Godõs guidance.ó 

 

My parents were devout believers.   We 

prayed together as a family on a regular basis.  

From an early age, I was instructed in the 

òrulesó of living, sometimes verbally, some-

times by example.   I picked up a lot and sifted 

through a lot and by the time I reached my 20s 

and 30s, had a strong sense of what it was I 

needed to do to make my life work.   I believe 

that when children are given spiritual guid-

ance, those values they were taught are the 

things they remember in their times of need.   

 

Have you ever asked yourself how to connect 

with your divine parent when you need guid-

ance and direction in some area of your life?  

 

This is what works for me.   First, I have to be 

very clear about what it is I wish help with.   It 

is not good enough to simply ask for help; if 

we were asked òwhat with?ó we would have to 

know the answer.   As an example, my request 

is often for help in clarifying what my next step 

might be ñcompletely aware that this help is 

not coming from outside of myself, but from 

deep within my own being.   

 

When my dad taught me how to drive a car, he 

didnõt have to explain how the engine worked, 

why the key made the engine start or any of 

the other mechanical details of the process.  I 

asked him for help learning how to drive and 

he sat me in the driverõs seat and told me to 

turn the key.   I did, and despite myself, today 

I can drive easily, without thought.   

 

My mastermind partner, who I have been 

praying with for almost 20 years on a biweekly 

basis, and I frequently affirm: òGod within me 

is guiding, directing and inspiring me.  I know 

what it is I need to do and how to do it.ó   Thatõs 

all.   We donõt need to know anything else.   It 

will be revealedésometimes quickly, some-

times slowly.   But it will be revealed.   Then 

we simply take the next appropriate step.

Minutes of the Annual Meeting  

March 2, 2014  

 

 

The Annual Meeting was held in the sanctuary, at-

tended by church members who have signed in on 

the attached sheets. In the absence of President René 

Allison and Vice President Ken Starks, the meeting 

was called to order by Reverend Donna Lind at 11:15 

a.m. 

 

Opening Prayer led by Rev. Donna Lind.  

 

Official opening of the meeting was moved by Caro-

lyn Lebo and seconded   by Steve Lebo.   

 
Minutes of the last meeting were accepted as pre-

sented. Moved by Mark Baylis and seconded by Edie 

Sweeten. 

 

Treasurerõs Report. Mark Baylis pointed out that the 

church has been running a monthly deficit of about 

$1,000 for the past year, paying our bills out of our 

contingency fund. We also owe the IRS our 2013 pay-

roll taxes of about $12,000. Thanks to several donors, 

we have over $5,000, but still need almost $7,000. 

Our contingency fund is almost depleted. Mark 

stressed that we need to increase our monthly in-

come to meet our expenses, and work to rebuild a 

contingency fund. Mark asked if there were any 

questions about the proposed budget or the financial 
statements. 

 

Q: Carolyn Lebo asked how many children we send 

to camp each year.   

A: Mark asked Betty Neal, our Sunday School teacher 

to answer. Betty said we sent two this year and seven 

last year. We do several fundraisers (potlucks) to pay 

for this.  

 

Q: Kathleen McKevitt expressed concern about the 

unpaid payroll taxes, saying they are supposed to be 

paid quarterly, and we will be fined if they are late.  

A: Betty Neal, as Office Manager, said we had con-

sulted a tax advisor and were told we were ok.   We 
chose to pay current bills instead of taxes, because 

there wasnõt enough money for both. 

Rev. Donna thanked Mark for his report and for all 

his hard work as treasurer.  

 

At this point, our President René Allison arrived and 

Rev. Donna turned the meeting over to her. She gave 

her Presidentõs Report and thanked everyone for all 

their hard work.   

 

 

 

 

Ministerõs Report.  

Rev. Donna spoke of the history of our church and 

our historic building, and of the donor whose gener-

osity paid off our retrofit and left us with a contin-

gency fund. That contingency fund is now gone, and 

our abundant, thriving ministry has been running a 

consistent deficit for several years. She stressed the 

fact that we are a church family, and said she realized 
she was preaching to the choir. She thanked every-

one present for their support and encouraged them 

to continue to support the church both financially, 

and in kind. Rev. Donna said that financial advisors 

say that a church should only derive 50% of its in-

come from weekly donations, and pointed out that 

we are working to find other sources of income, wit-

ness yesterdayõs Wedding Expo. She thanked Betty 

Neal for her dedication and hard work as our Office 

Manager. Rev. Donna said we need to look forward 

and affirm that we will find a way to meet our ex-

penses. She then called for questions from the floor.  

 

Q: Nathan McQuown asked if we were considering 
any kind of increase in our music ministry.  

A: Rev Donna replied that right now there were no 

funds available. She agreed that music is vital to our 

church, and said we have in the past sent several 

people to Unity Village to attend their òSound Con-

nectionsó conferences. She hopes we will be able to 

do so again in the future.  

 

Q: Sandra Haro said we have a òHealing Arts Fairó 

coming in April, and that should bring in some 

money.   

A: Rev. Donna said we have several fundraisers each 

year: the rummage sale, the tea, etc.   and they all 

bring in some much -needed money, but they also 
take huge amounts of volunteer time and effort. 

(Eleanore Ruise pointed out they are lots of fun as 

well as lots of work.)  

 

Q: Glenda Allen suggested a recycling program as a 

way of increasing funds.  

A: Rev. Donna suggested we nominate a group to 

brainstorm ways to bring in additional funding.   

 

Ratification of   Board Nominations. There are two po-

sitions created by the end of term of Ken Starks and 

René Allison. René has agreed to serve another term. 

The nominating committee nominated Glenda Allen. 

President René Allison asked those present to ratify 
the nominations. All agreed.   

The nominating committee for 2014 will consist of 

Nathan McQuown and Carolyn Lebo.   

 

Meeting adjourned at 11:55: Betty Neal moved and 

Nathan McQuown seconded.

My children and I enjoy volunteering as a 

family.  We work and have a lot of fun to-

gether!  Some of the volunteer opportunities 

we have shared include:  working at the rum-

mage sale, helping in the office, clean -up 

and beautification days, the Wedding Expo & 

Chamber Mixer, the Annual Spring Tea, 

decorating the church for Christmas, Easter 

egg hunts and so much more.  We are usu-

ally pretty tired at the end of big events, but 

we have so much fun that when another vol-

unteer opportunity arises we sign right up!  

Volunteering has a happiness effect.  

 

Helping others kindles happiness.  Research 

shows a relationship between volunteering 

and measures of happiness.  The 

more people volunteered, the 

happier they were:  compared 

with people who never volun-

teered the odds of being òvery 

happyó rose 7% among those who 

volunteer monthly and 12% for 

people who volunteer every two 

to four weeks.  Among weekly volunteers, 

16% felt very happy ña hike in happiness 

comparable to having an income of $75,000 -

$100,000 versus $20,000, say the research-

ers.  Giving time to religious organizations 

had the greatest impact.  

 

Fortunately for all of us, there are numerous 

volunteer opportunities available at Unity 

Chapel.  If you would like more information 

about our Love -In-Action Volunteer ministry, 

ask any Board member or call the office.

Most of us were taught to pray as chil-

dren: ñNow I lay me down to sleep...ò, 

ñOur Father who art in heaven...ò, 

ñGod bless Mommy and Daddy and 

my dog Trixie.ò As we grew up we 

learned to pray on our own, ñPlease 

God, let me pass the math test on Fri-

day,ò ñPlease God, make my team 

win,ò or maybe ñPlease God, make 

Trixie get well,ò and then, finally, most of us just gave 

up because the prayers didnôt seem to be heard, and 

they certainly didnôt seem to be answered, and be-

sides, we got busy.  

 

But Unity teaches us that prayers are always an-

swered; always, no exceptions. So whatôs going on 

here? 

In this class, we will define and explore prayer in all 

its aspects. What kind of God are we praying to? Why 

do we pray? How did Jesus pray? We will compare 

different methods of prayer, and each student will de-

velop their own personal prayer style.
